On the other hand, in this fast-moving age, how public education should be is put to the test as East Asia faces a
decreasing birthrate as well as an aging population, economic disparity, poverty, and other problems.

It is our hope that this symposium will offer an opportunity to raise ideas on issues concerning teacher education
in the new era from East Asia to the rest of the world.
